FACTORY HAND GUNS

OPEN CLASS

All .22 cal hand guns must be inspected to insure that there are no aim assist devices (ex. Lasers, reflex
sight, and target grade iron sights) installed on the hand gun.

Factory gun and revolver class categories must be center fire caliber and have no aiming assist devices installed
on the hand gun.

The factory hand gun class must be hand guns that have had no "upgrades” such as trigger pull, compensated
barrels, grip alterations, or any other aftermarket features installed on the hand gun.

The open class consist of all center fire handguns with aftermarket accessories (aim assist, laser sights) with the
exception of powered optics (2x and up magnifying scopes). Factory handguns are allowed in the open class
competition.

CONTEST RULES AND SCORING:

ALL SAFETY RULES OF THE RANGE (SHOOTERS U.S.A.) MUST BE FOLLOWED. IF THE SAFETY GUIDELINES ARE NOT
FOLLOWED THE PERSON WILL BE ASK TO LEAVE THE RANGE AND WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.

Each lane will have a range master to count points and help and ensure safety and accuracy of scoring.

Points are as follows:
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10 POINTS "BULLES EYE”
9 POINTS NEXT RING
8 POINTS NEXT RING
7 POINTS NEXT RING
6 POINTS NEXT RING
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A perfect score will be 350 points; shooters will only shoot 35 rounds.

Each shooter must be present for a 30 minute basic range and safety class prior to competition unless waived in
advice by shooters U.S.A as a “qualified shooter.”

Shooters will be given a target with a designated number on the target.

A pre arranged shoot time will be designated when entry fee is received.

This is a single round per class contest. In the event of a tie a shootout will determine the winner.

Shooters are allowed to sign up for multiple classes and are to bring at least 35 round of ammo per class.
Ammo will be on hand for sale at shooters.

If the shooter is not present at the completion of the event prizes will then be given to the next highest shooter.
Shooters must be 21 years of age or with a parent or guardian if under 21.

All ages are welcome to shoot if sponsored.

All shooters must have a great time.
